Please provide the following:

1. In Exhibit SCG-15-WP, page 11, SCG provides the amortization forecast for the “Current Fleet.”
a. Does the amortization forecast for the “Current Fleet” in the Amortization table on page 11 include any amortization costs for the current fleet that will be replaced during 2014 to 2016?

b. Provide a copy of SCG/Sempra’s guidelines on replacement of the different categories of vehicles.

c. Create a table with the following information:

i. The different types of Alternative Fuel Vehicles (AFV) that SCG forecasts to purchase in 2014 to 2016;

ii. The number of AFVs in each category that SCG forecasts to purchase;

iii. The average price of the AFVs; and

iv. Breakdown the number of AFVs that are purchased as part of the replacement fleet and the number purchased as part of the incremental fleet.
d. Provide a copy of supporting documentation on AFV prices.

e. Provide a comparison of the price of a vehicle that uses gasoline and the price of an AFV.

2. In response to data request, ORA-SCG-DR-035-SWC, question 7, SCG states that it included a premium of $900 to all vehicle prices for backup cameras only.  In response to data request, ORA-SDG&E-DR-017-SWC, question 6, SDG&E states that it costs approximately $600 per vehicle for backup cameras.

a. Please explain why SCG included a premium of $900 for backup cameras only when SDG&E forecasts a cost of $600 per vehicle for backup cameras.
b. Has SCG begun installing any backup cameras on its fleet?  How many have been completed?

c. Has SCG selected a contractor to install the backup cameras on its fleet?  Please provide the name of the contractor and a copy of the contract.

d. Has SCG begun installing any backup sensors on its fleet?  How many have been completed?

e. Has SCG selected a contractor to install the backup sensors on its fleet?  Please provide the name of the contractor and a copy of the contract.

3. Provide the average length of the leases for the different categories of vehicles.
4. Provide the average annual interest rates of the lease for SCG’s fleet for 2009 to 2014.

5. Provide the 2014 recorded amortization costs for SCG’s fleet.

6. Provide the 2014 recorded interest costs for SCG’s fleet.

7. Provide the 2014 recorded salvage costs for SCG’s fleet.

8. Provide the 2014 recorded license fees costs for SCG’s fleet.
