Promptly return the Request for Service Contracts information sheet 
you received from your SoCalGas account manager to get your 
contracts in place so you can participate in the process; You'll need a 
Master Services Contract (MSC) and Receipt Point Master Agreement 
(RPMA).  You may also request Pooling service.

You’ll be unable to schedule 
your gas from your physical 
point of delivery into the 
SoCalGas system 

Rely on an agent to purchase 
and manage receipt point rights 
to schedule your gas production; 
in this scenario, the receipt point 
rights contract would be owned 
by the agent 

Purchase firm receipt point access 
rights in the Open Season process 

Get logon ID and password from your 
account representative prior to June 30. 

Bid in Step 1 of the Open Season 
using your set-aside bidding rights. 
Bid during the period June 30 - July 7

If you wish to purchase additional firm receipt 
point rights, then bid in Step 3A of the Open 
Season during the period August 7 - 13 

 OR 

Purchase firm and/or interruptible receipt 
point access rights post Open Season; 
make sure you have a valid SoCalGas 
EBB contract 

Purchase firm and/or interruptible from 
SoCalGas directly or purchase firm rights 
from a seller in the secondary trading 
market

If you’re interested in expanding your 
current interconnect capacity, bid in Step 
3B of the Open Season during the period 
August 15 - 21

 Begin scheduling your firm or 

interruptible rights on September 23, 
2008 

 
 Manage your receipt point access 

rights OR authorize an agent to 
manage your contract; agent can 
nominate and/or trade your rights 

You may be able to exchange your receipt 
point rights during the re-contracting period, 
August 25 – September 8
