Subject:  Partial Supplement to SoCalGas’ 2013-2014 Energy Efficiency Compliance Filing

In compliance with Ordering Paragraph (OP) 45 of Decision (D.) 12-11-015, Southern California Gas Company (SoCalGas) hereby submits supplemental information to its revised 2013-2014 Energy Efficiency Program Portfolio as originally provided for approval and implementation in Advice Letter Nos. (ALs) 4449 and 4449-A.  The amendments are incorporated herein as Appendix B.  A revised summary of the resolved issues and associated changes is provided in Appendix H.  
Purpose

This partial supplement complies with directions from the California Public Utilities Commission’s (Commission) Energy Division (ED) to provide additional information to exhibit consistency with the authorized SoCalGas’ 2013-2014 energy efficiency program plans pursuant to D.12‑11‑015. 
SoCalGas hereby replaces its Program Implementation Plans (PIPs) for the following programs:
· Appendix B.1 and B.2, Section A: Statewide Program PIPs

· Codes & Standards Program PIP
· Emerging Technologies Program PIP

· Appendix B.1 and B.2, Section A: Partnerships Program PIPs

· Local Government Partnership Programs – Master PIP
· Local Government Partnership Programs – Sub-program PIPs

Background
In D.12-11-015, issued November 15, 2012, the Commission approved SoCalGas’ energy efficiency program plans for 2013-2014 which are to be submitted through a compliance filing. AL 4449, submitted on January 14, 2013, along with its associated supplements, AL 4449-A and AL 4449-B serves as SoCalGas’ compliance filing required in D.12‑11‑015.

As required in D.12-11-015, AL 4449 contained all the details of the following:  (1) establishment of revised energy efficiency budgets approved for program 2013‑2014; (2) a complete cost-effectiveness showing, including the individual utility E3 calculators for modeling the portfolio mix of measures and budget changes; (3) clean and redline versions of the energy efficiency portfolio Program Implementation Plans (PIPs); (4) all portfolio application tables and budget and savings placemats; (5) other information as requested in written guidance from the Commission’s Energy Division staff; and (6) a table of compliance requirements and roadmap where each is contained in the provided appendices.
AL 4449-A, submitted on April 23, 2013, complied with directions from the Commission’s ED to provide additional information to exhibit consistency with the authorized SoCalGas’ 2013-2014 energy efficiency program plans pursuant to D.12-11-015.  Information was also provided regarding energy efficiency program SCG 3773 – New Partnerships Programs, for the eight new partnerships proposed for the 2013 – 2014 program cycle through the authorized budget for that program.
AL 4449-B, submitted on May 29, 2013, complies with additional directions from ED staff generally intended to ensure consistency for statewide energy efficiency programs during the 2013 – 2014 program cycle.  Modifications have been made to the identified PIPs pursuant to the provided guidance, and as indicated in the Compliance Requirements Review and Associated Updates Summary specifically provided by the ED staff for this Partial Supplement in Attachment H.
This filing does not change the portfolio-level quantitative information associated with energy efficiency program budgets or cost-effectiveness calculations and supporting materials.  No

changes are thus made to the Gas Public Purpose Program Surcharge rate.
PIP Errata

SoCalGas is using this opportunity to correct errors in its April 23, 2013 advice letter.  Below is a brief summary of the changes.  Due to the minor nature of the changes, the errata are incorporated into the enhanced Statewide Program PIP in both Attachment B.1 (redline changes) and B.2 (clean version).

Moreover, the modifications made in this supplemental advice letter are in response to an Energy Division request.
Effective Date

SoCalGas believes that this filing is subject to Energy Division disposition and should be classified as Tier 2 (effective after staff approval) pursuant to GO 96-B.  Pursuant to discussions with the Energy Division, SoCalGas respectfully requests that this filing be approved according to the timing requested in AL 4449-A, on May 23, 2013, which was 30 calendar days from the filing date.
