Please provide the following:

1. Consistent with the answer to DRA-SCG -10 -MRK Q1, please provide a similar table with working spreadsheets for the years 2005 through 2009 in which assets associated with SCG’s implementation of FASB Statement 143 are separately categorized and their associated annual expenses are calculated in terms of fundamental data such as historical plant balances, service lives, authorized salvage rates, and other relevant fundamental data including interest rates, credit adjusted risk free rates, discount rates, escalation rates, and all fair value calculations related to SCG’s implementation of FASB Statement 143. In these working spreadsheets separate lines should be added as needed for FASB 143 assets, but the relevant totals should stay the same as in the spreadsheet provided for DRA-SCG -10 -MRK Q1.
2. Please indicate, with regards to the above spreadsheets, how depreciation factors were calculated for assets associated with SCG’s implementation of FASB Statement 143. Was the methodology for their calculation different than for assets not associated with SCG’s implementation of FASB Statement 143?  If so, what was the difference on an asset by asset basis?
3. Please provide a working spreadsheet with the same format as requested in Q1, but with entries representing SCG’s 2012 test year estimates.
Provide two copies of the above information as it becomes available but no later than the due date identified above.  If you are unable to provide the information by this date, please provide a written explanation to the data request Originator seven calendar days before the due date as to why the response date cannot be met and your best estimate of when the information can be provided.  Please identify the person who provides the response and his (her) phone number.
