Please provide the following:

1. Referring to pages GOM-24, please provide a copy of all supporting documents and calculations to show that there will be an increase in 2012 in the number of construction projects in local streets and highways as a direct result of federal stimulus funding.

2. Provide the 2009, 2010 and 2011 YTD expenses SCG incurred as a direct result of the federal stimulus funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.

3. With regard to SCG’s request on page GOM-25 for an increase of $725,000 over the base year to address increased city/municipality requirements, please provide a copy of any and all comparisons and/or analyses of cathodic protection work activities and/or city/municipality requirements SCG performed in order to determine the 2012 forecast.  

4. Regarding SCG’s discussion on pages GOM-24 to GOM-25, provide a copy of the field practices and or operating standards for cathodic protection before and after the agreement with DiRA was signed.  Please highlight the differences in field practices with regard to pedestrian access at construction sites as a result of the agreement with DiRA.

Provide two copies of the above information as it becomes available but no later than the due date identified above.  If you are unable to provide the information by this date, please provide a written explanation to the data request Originator seven calendar days before the due date as to why the response date cannot be met and your best estimate of when the information can be provided.  Please identify the person who provides the response and his (her) phone number.

Provide electronic responses if possible, and set of hard copy responses with your submittal to the data request originator and the DRA Project Coordinator(s).  All data responses need to have each page numbered, referenced, and indexed so worksheets can be followed.  If any number is calculated, include a copy of all electronic files so the formula and their sources can be reviewed.
