1. Referring to page RKS-41, lines 18-19, please provide documentation to support SCG’s assertion that, “…more than 3,400 conflicts are projected to exist as opposed to the earlier estimate of 410.”  

a. Has SCG provided a copy of the field observations recorded by SoCalGas, as referenced on lines 17-18 of p. RKS-41?  If not, please explain why not.

b. Please confirm that the 3,400 potential conflicts identified on page RKS-41 of exhibit SCG-205 is new information that was not previously submitted as part of SCG’s testimony in A. 10-12-005.

c. Provide a copy of the field observations.
