In addition, the Scripps network, which generally is more expensive than most other medical groups, will be offered under a separate Anthem Blue Cross – Scripps HMO.  The cost sharing for this new HMO will require employees to pay a greater share of the premium.  These changes will provide additional incentive for employees to select the lowest cost HMO plan.”
