1.2.1. Administrative - 

· SBESC continues to work with the Web site contractor to improve and upgrade the website. 

· SBESC followed-up with program attendees by mailing thank-you letters and personalized certificates of participation.
1.2.2. Marketing - 

· SBESC mailed out IOU energy center information to thirty-eight attendees of the workshops held in June and September with cover letter resulting in enrollments in an SCG Energy Resource Center workshop.

· SBESC purchased 500 promotional pens displaying the SBESC telephone number and logo as well as the Save Energy / Save Money message.

· SBESC marketed the October 20 workshop through 768 e-mail blasts, a targeted distribution of 10,000 flyers in The Daily Breeze newspaper, OUT and ABOUT announcement in The Daily Breeze newspaper, event flyers at two Torrance city libraries, and additional flyer distribution to neighboring businesses. 

· In furtherance of its goal to market to hard-to-reach customers, SBESC created a Spanish version of its marketing information as well as created an informational leaflet in Spanish from the SCE CARE application for use at the training for mobile home residents.

· SCE posted partnership information on SCE.com.

Outreach Activities

SBESC continues to work with member cities, public officials and community organizations to secure assistance in disseminating energy efficiency information and co-sponsoring and endorsing of training events and displaying energy efficiency information in their facilities.  As the marketing efforts take hold, the center is handling walk-ins and telephone calls from the community and signing out resources from the lending library: 

· SBESC collaborated with State of California’s “Flex Your Power” to display their brochures at the SBESC.

· A meeting was held with the manager of the Paradise Mobile Home Park, to discuss the program and plan the upcoming direct install and training event.

· SBESC collaborated with El Camino College to distribute November event flyer to 1890 manufacturing companies in their database.

· SBESC provided energy efficiency gift bags to “The Torrance Players” and was mentioned as a sponsor of their program.

· A residential energy efficiency workshop was held at the SBESC on October 20, 2004.  There were fourteen participants.  

· SBESC exhibited at the following events:

· City of Carson event commemorating Ride Share Week on October 6, 2004

· South Bay 2005 Economic Forecast conference on October 20, 2004

· The 6th Annual Water Harvest produced by the West Basin Municipal Water District

· In addition to the above events, SBESC worked with a local environmental organization VOICE to promote the center at the Manhattan Beach Old Hometown Fair on October 2 and 3, 2004 and contributed energy efficiency gift bags to the South Bay Family Health Center Community 21st Annual Golf Tournament.

· Work has commenced on the Local Energy Efficiency Action Plan.  A data request was forwarded to SCE and has subsequently been revised.  The work plan for this program element is being developed by SBESC. 

· SCE CTAC delivered energy efficiency demonstration units and exhibits for display in the SBESC.
