CPI Equipment Modernization 

Increasing the efficiency of an existing process through energy efficiency upgrades of either the process itself, or from modernizing processes external to the system that affect the overall efficiency of the process.  (e.g. heat recovery or a more efficient conveyor system increasing process productivity)
Equipment Modernization  
Efficiency increases achieved through upgrades to equipment including, but not limited to process changes, equipment alterations, or improvements. 
Grant (GPM)

Grant measures include both process equipment replacement and/or modernization which increase the efficiency of the equipment or process generating energy savings.
CPI Heat Recovery

Process improvement that utilizes heat recovery either from the process itself, from capturing combustion gases or utilizing heat from other processes external to the system. This captured heat is then utilized to improve the efficiency of the process itself, such as preheating water or other materials utilized in the overall process or production.
PER Miscellaneous Process Equipment Replacement

The replacement of existing inefficient process equipment with energy efficient models to increase the overall efficiency and cost effectiveness of the process.
PER Engine Rebuild/Replacement

This measure replaces inefficient natural gas engines, used primarily for water pumping, with more efficient models.  It also includes the rebuilding of a gas engine to increase its overall efficiency.
