c. Please explain in detail how the number of employee count, training days and training costs were determined.

d. Is the cost for the support training for Forecast, Schedule and Dispatch Technology (FSD) and Geographic Information System (GIS), as discussed on page GOM-35 and on pages 128 and 129 of the workpapers, a one time cost for the years 2010, 2011, and 2012?  Please explain in detail and include a copy of all supporting documents in your response.
