1.2.1 Administrative activities: 

The Codes and Standards Statewide Crosscutting IOU Team held teleconference meetings July12 & 20, 2005 to discuss Statewide Utility Concurrence regarding the development of a detailed plan for the 2006-2008 Codes and Standards Program.  The plan included a target list of case studies, projected timelines for adoption by the CEC.  

 July 15, 2005 the Statewide Crosscutting Team met at the SCE CTAC to discuss and evaluate the economical benefits of Demand Response in Title 24 for the 2008 Building Energy Efficiency Standards.  The group discussed what was necessary to develop a standard and measure its effectiveness. 

July 18, 2005 attended CEC workshop on proposed revisions to regulations for Lamps and Metal Halide Luminaires.  The workshop focus was to obtain comments regarding potential revision the Appliance Efficiency Regulation for various appliances.  

July 19, 2005 attended CEC workshop conducted for Energy Efficiency Improvements in Existing Building.  The workshop focused on options to develop a plan to reduce peak load consumption as required by AB549.
